This practical, project-based class is an introduction to creating and 
analyzing mathematical models, where we concentrate on models from 
the life and social sciences. We also will use computational methods to 
simulate many of the models discussed in class using tools that will be 
introduced during the course. The course will be organized around 
basic mathematical content, learning how to use software and tools for 
model analysis and simulation, development of student projects, guest 
lectures, and presentations and discussions motivated by relevant 
published articles.
